Valentia Island Red Tape Report 
 

Senator Daly Identifies Ways to Cut Red Tape to Create Jobs 
 
At a time when the economic landscape is becoming increasingly 
unpredictable, the local community in Valentia is coming up with 
innovative ways of either expanding existing local enterprises or 
starting up new ones with the long-term aim of providing 
permanent employment opportunities and ultimately sustaining 
this rural community. 
 
However, it appears that at every juncture, such local initiatives 
are being hindered by red tape, with the result being the 
continued decline of this rural community.  
 
Working with the Fianna Fáil Cumann and others, Mark has 
compiled the ‘Valentia Island Red Tape Report’. This report 
attempts to address each reason for refusal (or in the case of the 
marina, the reason for its delay) with what we consider to be 
viable solutions. 
 
It is estimated that the cases considered in this report have the 
potential to deliver the following: 
 

- 72 full time jobs 
- 42 short term building jobs (1 to 2 year) 
- 25 further potential job opportunities associated with 3 other projects

Issue of €29,000 Telephone Bill Reduced by Senator Mark Daly 
 

Senator Daly is delighted to say that the issue of Eircom’s provision of services to users in Kerry is 
soon to be rectified with landline service being made available to customers in the next few weeks.  
 
Customers in the Black Valley, surrounded by mountains, have been prone to exorbitant charges 
in the past.  For example, Mr. Tim O’Connor, who lives in the Gap of Dunloe, was charged more 
than €29,000 to have his telephone connected to Eircom. He has now been informed that he will 
have a landline installed in the soon at a normal fee charged to others in other parts of the country. 
 
‘It is of the utmost importance that everyone, in all parts of the county, can, in cases of emergency, 
be able to reach the right people at the right time and I am very happy to have this matter 
resolved.’, says Senator Daly.  

 
Joint Survey on Local Government Reform  

& Directly Elected Mayors 
 

The results of the Joint Survey on Local Government Reform and 
Directly Elected Mayors, carried out by Senators Mark Daly and Jim 
Walsh were published this month. 
 
Some 93 per cent of councillors believe there must be a rebalancing of 
powers between county managers and public representatives but less 
than half of councillors surveyed would support the introduction of 
directly elected mayors.  
 
City or county managers perform the executive functions of the council 
and, according to 81 per cent of councillors, have too much power, 
with 93 per cent of councillors said there was a need to rebalance the 
power of county managers and elected representatives.
